1. Mission Statement

The Mission Statement of the proposed Rotarian Action Group against Child Slavery is:

To create awareness in Rotarian circles and within the wider public influence of the plight of millions of
children who are physically and mentally held in servitude as slaves for commercial gain.

To take action by encouraging Rotarians to support, promote and work with anti-slavery bodies in
developing programmes, campaigns and projects that will help to make child slavery history.

Scope of the Group

The proposed Action Groupdé smai n concern i s the elianabharent practice whichie hi | d
illegal in every country in the world and which involves the total control of children for the purpose of economic
exploitation. A slave is defined as s o me o n e ohced toi weork, who is unpaid, unable to leave and is
controlled by violence or the threat of violenceo . This definitiontdadtheActiod &mup,f r om
those children who may be working because they may be the only breadwinners in their family, but who are at

least paid something for their efforts. But for these unfortunates, at least they have a choice, albeit a very difficult

one, to work or not to work, to leave or nottoleave. At t empting to tackle the broader
be a bridge too far for the Action Group.

3. The Need for a Rotarian Action Group.

This section summarizes the reasons why there is a need for a Rotarian Action Group against Child Slavery.
Annex A provides a fuller explanation of that need.
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There is a continual and global increase in the number of children taken into slavery.

Rotarians may be involved directly or indirectly in the use of forced labour.

Slavery is contrary to the principles enshrined in the Universal Declaration of Human Rights (1948)
Anti-slavery organizations need support because they are few in number and have little funds.

An Action Group supported by the RI Board would be a major fillip for those who have already started
working with anti-slavery organizations.

The time is ripe to end slavery. (See Annex C)

The impetus for action comes from past Rotary leaders who have asked us to protect all children, speak
up for higher ethical and moral standards and to change what is wrong in the world. (See Annex D)

Make presentations on child slavery to schools, Rotary clubs, Rotary district conferences and other non-
Rotary organizations. Encourage clubs and districts to invite relevant speakers.

Organize rotary and team visits to child slave rehabilitation centres, trafficking shelters etc both at home
and abroad, with a view to assessing needs at grass roots level and the support which can be given either
in practical, hands-on or in financial terms.

Encourage and promote relevant speakers at District, national and RI Conferences and Conventions.

Provide relevant copy for Rotary magazines, newspapers and periodicals at every opportunity.

5. Examples of how the strategies are currently being achieved.

il

The current membership of the Action Group of Rotarians against Child Slavery is 700 plus in 47 countries.
The more members we have, the greater is the potential for raising awareness of the evils of child slavery
and for participating in projects which have the effect of rescuing, rehabilitating and reintegrating children
who have been enslaved and preventing new victims.

One of the best methods of raising awareness and taking action is through the medium of a regular
Newsletter and backed up by an effective website. The first Newsletter was issued in July 2009. The latest
Newsletter ie number 33 was issued in September 2012. The website and its contents, which includes all
previous Newsletters, can be viewed at www.racsrag.org.

The Action Group has taken a stand in the House of Friendship at the Rl Conventions in Birmingham,
Montreal and Bangkok. At the last RI Convention, the Group obtained 180 new members from the following
countries: Taiwan, India, Philippines, Kenya, Thailand, Pakistan, Uganda, Nigeria, Egypt, Canada,
England, Indonesia, Jordan, Nepal, Australia, Ireland, Lesotho, Singapore, Ghana, France, Hong Kong,
Scotland, Sri Lanka, New Zealand. Stands have also been taken at the national RIBI Conference and at
District Conferences. A presence in a Rotary House of Friendship is an excellent method of raising
awareness and obtaining new members.

Annex E provides a list of completed projects, which is evidence of the action which has already
been taken by members since the formation of the Action Group. This indicates that the Group is
an action group made up of members who are conducting hands-on projects with and for survivors
of human trafficking/child slavery.

A significant number of presentations on the issue of child slavery have been made by various members of
the Action Group. Indeed more and more members are requesting material for such presentations.

1 The Group was successful in attracting a UN Inter Agency Project Manager (Matt Friedman) to give a
presentation on Human Trafficking at its first organized breakout session at the Impact Centre at the RI
Convention in Bangkok in May 2012. The session was well attended by delegates. Since then the Group
has been in constant contact with Mr Friedman for advice on human trafficking issues. Mr Friedman has
also contributed an article to the Groupbs Newsl etter.

1 Since the formation of the Action Group, team and individual visits have been made to rehabilitation and
trafficking shelters which have already resulted in several completed and anticipated projects. Examples of
some of these visits and clubs involved are shown in the table below.

6. The benefits of the anti-child slavery projects

Projects and programmes to assist children who have been rescued from slavery and to raise public awareness
of the persisting crime will have both immediate and long-term results.

Results of projects for rehabilitation centres and shelters include immediate positive benefits to individual
chil drends sur vi-beiag For eRampld thehnstallation ofaeBloiGas oven at Punarnawa Ashram
enables food to be cook at NIL cost and also provides the means for teaching cooking skills. The provision of
solar-powered lamps will provide light and additional security to protect the rescued children from being
shatched back by their previous slave masters. From past experience this is a continual concern for all rescue
shelters. The provision of more vehicles will facilitate child-slave rescue operations and transportation to
medical/psychological appointments, court cases and home villages. The purchase of tools for child slave
rehabilitation centres is essential not only for teaching new vocational skills, but also for providing the inmates
who graduate from these centres with the means of reintegrating back into their villages. They can do this by
setting up a new business using the skills they have learnt at their rehabilitation centres and are thus able to live
an independent life with the benefit of any governmental compensation they may be entitled to. Other proposed

Action Group projects will provide additional basic necessities, eg food, clothing etc for the rescued child.

Providing educational materials such as books will result in both immediate and long-term outcomes. When

children receive education during the rehabilitation process, they will receive a basic foundation which will

enable them to grow into skilled or professional workers and also help them to understand that their basic

human rights as a citizen. This knowledge coupled with an increased awareness of the pitfalls awaiting the

vulnerable helps to prevent further generations slipping into slavery. In the immediate term, when rescued child

slaves receive an education during rehabilitation, they tend to share those new found skills with other children

when they return to their village homes.Such skill s increase the |ikelihood fo
sufficiency.

Raising public awareness and accomplishing projects help to make inroads into eradicating child slavery. There

are profound long-term socio-economic benefits for developing villages when slaves are returned to freedomo

what slavery expert ProfessorKevi n Bales calls the fAfreedom dividend. 0
compete against products made with slave labour. As adults, freed slaves tend to work harder when they reap

the fruits of their efforts; they innovate, contribute to society, pay taxes that support collective projects, and

spend increased income on goods that help to sustain their families.. Such factors lead to economic stability and
prosperity. Ending slavery contributes to ending poverty, and vice versa.

7. Summary statement

Over two hundred years after the UK Parliament passed the Abolition of the Slave Trade Act, more children than
ever before languish in slavery, forced to work, under threat of violence and for no pay. On the African
Continent, hundreds of thousands are considered chattel and slavery is accepted as an everyday social
institution, whilst on the Indian sub-continent millions languish in generational debt bondage . Across the globe,
young girls sold for sex and labour, are already the second most lucrative commaodity for organized crime.

Today we have a choice on this issue. We can either despair that exploitation is an age old problem, that human

nature never changes, that in any case slavery is a problem for government and then do nothing. Or we can
remember the tenets of the 4-Way Test, Part 2 of the Objects of Rotary and Rotary Internationald s Code of
Policies in relation to basic human rights and then do our utmost to help eradicate this evil practice. As Rotarians

we battle successfully against Killer diseases, low literacy levels, poverty, lack of water and non existent
sanitation, so why should we not use our expertise to end child slavery.

Two key obstacles stand in the way of this objective: lack of resources and lack of awareness. In a world where
most people loath slavery, awakening their awareness willl unleash great power. When we come to know that
we are living in a world with slaves, that their stolen labour and lives, feed into our shops, our businesses and
our homes, the urge to act will become irrepressible. When that urge, that desire that all should be free, sweeps
across our world, the end of slavery will be near. From that desire will flow the resources needed to get the job
done and the liberators needed to help more and more slaves to walk freely.

The approval by the RI Board for a Rotarian Action Group against Child Slavery would be a significant step in

the gl obal struggle to eradicate the evthelmogt disgadefully e whi
overlooked crime against humanity®

ANNEX A

Reasons for an Action Group against Child Slavery

1. In the last 10 years there has been a continual and significant increase globally in the number of children
who are being taken from their families, sometimes even out of their home country and forced to work without
pay. According to the International Labour Organization, there are 8.4 million children worldwide engaged in

what it calls fithe worst forms of | abour 0. Whil st Rot ar i

2. Although the word fislaveryo no |l onger exists ddefentl

the rule of law, to preserve the liberty of the individual and to uphold the principles of justice for human kind. How
can Rotarians protect children from abuse, violence and slavery, if they are unaware that children are being
exploited in the first place ? In the absence of a relevant Action Group, who will expose examples of child
exploitation ? Who will encourage Rotary action on these issues ? Who will remind Rotarians how best to take
action ? Who will suggest the construction of schools to take vulnerable children off the streets and out of the
reach of the traffickers ? The answer is an Action Group of Rotarians.

3. Many businesses and local economies are based on the use of child slave labour. As most Rotarians are
business and professional people, it follows that there is a possibility of Rotarians being involved, either directly
or indirectly in this activity. So someone or somebody needs to remind Rotarians, from time to time, of their
et hical responsi bi |l i tciescosPan ZhoftberObjéct ob Rotarg. dltbse ethi¢al ré3mohsibilities
are highlighted in Annex B to this Action Plan. Raising an awareness of basic human rights and the need to
protect them can be achieved through relevant projects initiated and stimulated by the Action Group or its
individual members.

4. Every day, more people learn that slavery exists, even within their own communities and that products they
touch daily often are made with slave labour. Organizations like CNN and Google are becoming involved in this
awareness campaign. Here is an opportunity for Rotary International (through one of its Action Groups) to also
raise awareness of the use of slave labour and to add to its credibility as a humanitarian force for good in this
world.

5. All countries have ratified the principles enshrined in the Universal Declaration of Human Rights (1948) and
other human rights conventions, but many do not enforce them. It is left to anti-slavery organizations to remind,
encourage and exhort governments, local authorities, communities and individuals to honour their obligations to
protect the human rights of their own citizens. But they need help.

6. Anti-slavery organizations are few in number and have little funds. These organizations therefore need extra
support from elsewhere to help them achieve their aims. Rotary International being a global organization is well
placed to help in this global problem. Rotarians have already shown that they are a major force in reducing polio
worldwide. They can also be hugely influential in helping to eradicate slavery from the face of the globe.

7. The struggle to eradicate child slavery in the polio endemic countries is especially important bearing in mind
that traffickers and slave holders are not upright and responsible citizens taking all their charges to polio
immunization booths or other vaccination clinics. There is a rhyme in India which translated into English says
AEven i f one child is missed, consi der t hmstancesthere syn
danger that the existence of child slavery will perpetuate the existence of polio.

8. Ratification of the proposed Action Group by the RI Board would be a major fillip for those Rotarians who
have already started supporting the work of anti-slavery activists. It will also result in an escalation of projects
(facilitated by the Action Group) which will benefit (through rescue, rehabilitation and reintegration) the millions of
young victims and survivors of human trafficking and forced labour.

ANNEX C

The time is ripe to end slavery

The 19th century slavery abolitionists not only achieved their goals, they also helped to establish a human rights
paradigm upon which all subsequent struggles for justice have been built. It is unacceptable that today we do not
show the same audacity of ambition in trying to end the struggle that they began. If ever there was a tipping
point where slavery is ripe for extinction, it is definitely now. Certainly many of the obstacles faced by the
abolitionists of the past have already been removed so we have no excuse to allow this evil practice to continue.

First, there is no |l onger an economic argument to be wol
and the cost of ending slavery is just a fraction of the amount that freed slaves will pump back into the economy.

The second advantage for todayos abolitionists is that
condemns slavery and no ethnic majority or powerful religious group argues that slavery is desirable or
acceptable.

The third great advantage is that there is no legal argument to be won. For the most part, the necessary national

and international laws are already on the books. Around the world some of these laws need updating and
expanding and some need their penalties increasing, but nowher e on earth is slavery
struggle to end slavery should be easier than the struggle facing the 19th century abolitionists. We do not have

to violate laws to help victims as the early abolitionists did. Bringing an end to slavery merely requires the will to

enforce laws, not campaigns to make new ones.
